Using references of Nike "the Goddess; ans applying her
prevuious knowledge from last years session; she is
doing very well as she is still new with this medium.
There are several things to concenrtate on all at once
and then individually.The strusture must be strong and
then the figure must be in propiortion .She has
discovered that the weight of the clay usually presses
down wards due to gravity and that the preportions are
slightly but can be noticibly reduced by the weight.
Therefore, when this happens the ardtist must raise the
piece and implant more clay with the coil technique and
resume sculpting the anatomy . I have helped Kari with
these changes and now she is applying her skilled
texturing and her imagination to a well sculpted face.
This is a big undertaking and Kari is grasping well ;the
whole concept of sculpting in clay without and
armature.
